	Dave Grunwell of Chichester Runners presented his newly designed software for race entries, results and scoring WSFRL events which he was prepared to donate to the League. The Excel macro was named Smart_Rrs and was similar to Racemaster except that it can also be used for scoring WSFRL events automatically. It will produce all results, WSFRL runner results, individual club results etc and is very easy to use. It comes with a cover sheet of basic instructions.

The software will be placed on the League's website so that it can be downloaded and played with by clubs prior to race use. Any queries should be directed to Dave at the e-mail address: grunwelld@gusl.eclipse.co.uk

	· 2011 Fixtures - As there were 3 planned events in both January and July this year and no events in December or March (Easter Monday being in April this year), clubs were asked to consider whether they could come to the AGM with possible alternative dates for 2011 events. The lack of an event in December was not thought to be serious but the long gap from Valentines to Easter Monday ideally needs to be filled in 2011. However, March is particularly race busy with pre London races and Sussex Grand Prix events. Could FF or BHR fill this spot?

· Insurance – The League's insurance policy with Zurich covers 17 events (ie one per club) and runs annually from 1 April. The premium for the current year has increased very significantly.  In the year to 31 March 2010 both S+S and HHH's events were cancelled but Zurich's policy is not to make any refunds (unlike our previous provider). However Zurich is prepared to insure 18 events in the current year for no additional premium. If HHH propose to organise 2 events on a regular basis (ie not just in the current year), then we shall need to seek additional insurance cover which will need to be funded by either increased club subscriptions or possibly a contribution to any additional premium by HHH. This will be considered again at the AGM.
