	· Request by HHH for Plumpton to be non-scoring event in 2012 (Hickstead to be HHH's scoring event) – It was agreed that attendance by League club runners at a non scoring event would be very poor and therefore it was agreed that clubs in the League should only hold one League event per calendar year.  Could HHH still hold the event as a non-league event?  

· Request by HHH that junior events should be restricted to those aged 12 to 15 to prevent younger juniors participating merely for club points – A discussion took place whereby it was pointed out that all junior races should be no longer than a mile, that we wanted to encourage youngsters below the age of 12 to run and that parents were at liberty to run with their children to ensure they were running comfortably. On this basis it was agreed that the current recommendations should stand. 

· Results and scoring using software “Smart Rrs” - an update –  Phil McErlain circulated the year to date scores on both the current system and the % system which can both be produced on Smart Rrs easily.  Where there are 100 League women and 200 League men competing the results are the same under both systems  - the major variances occur where there are wide fluctuations with these numbers and in these cases it would be fairer to adopt a % system. However, for ease of calculation it really requires all clubs to use Smart Rrs. The matter is to be discussed again at the AGM.
