NOTES FOR AGENDA

1. Review of the year – Attendance at League Events, Scoring System

See separate Excel spreadsheet produced by Phil McErlain of the table of entrants for the past year’s events with comparatives.  This table needs to be reviewed with the individual club scores which shows the club attendances at the various events.

Please remember that spot prizes are the order of the day at all events. 

2. Event Programme

It would be better, if in 2012, we could have a more balanced programme throughout the year. Apart from having no events in March, November or December, we had 2 events within 4 days on 3 occasions in 2011.  If clubs are unprepared to change the month of their event, can we at least have no 2 events in less than a week apart.

It is a requirement of membership that clubs do not hold non League events (or social events) which clash with other club’s League events.  If your club holds non League events please bring these dates for 2012 with you so that clashes can be avoided.

In addition we want to avoid clashes with other local runs wherever possible.

3. Accounts

See attached schedule.  We had a deficit of income over expenditure of £27.92 (2010: deficit of £61.45) 

4. UK Athletics (UKA) Affiliation?

As you are all aware UKA has approached the League to become affiliated to UKA.  After consultation with you all, a letter was drafted to UKA at the end of October and sent in draft for initial comment by Ed Warner (UKA and FF). This should insure that all queries raised so far will have been answered in writing by UKA before our AGM.  From a financial point of view being affiliated to UKA will significantly reduce our insurance premium (conservatively £600).

5. Annual Subscriptions

Based on the following scenarios suggested subscriptions for 2012 are as follows:

Assuming 17 clubs (as at present) and UKA affiliation       £20.00 

Assuming 17 clubs (as at present) and no UKA affiliation  £60.00 (same as 2011)

6. Insurance

Currently public liability insurance is undertaken for runs with a maximum of 750 runners per run and a cover of £10 million.  UK affiliation would see cover rise to £50 million but there would be a £750 excess.

7. The Good Practice Guide for small and sporting events taking place on the highway, roads and public places issued by The Home Office

For the few of our events which use public roads for part of the course, the following new regulations need to be noted. In particular, the organiser of any event held on the public highway needs to liaise with the Local Authority to get permission and then is required to raise a Temporary Traffic Regulations Order (TTRO) and possibly create a Traffic Management Plan which will identify the need to close roads, segregate runners from traffic and implement diversions.

Any initial discussion with the Local Authority Highways Department will require at least the following information as a minimum;

· Time and date of proposed event

· The route and its distance

· Number of runners

· Duration of event

· Marshall points

· Any bus routes (Steyning?)

Permission is required from the Local Authority to place “Advisory Signs” on the public highway (these are signs such as Caution Runners, Runners keep left and Directional Arrows. Under Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2002 these signs need to be a specific size depending on the speed limit of the road concerned.. Such signs can only be put in place by trained operatives (England Athletics has a number of Chapter 8 courses planned to get individuals qualified for smaller events to overcome this). Signs can be obtained from Running Imp and similar entities at relatively little cost..

Other matters to be considered include the following:

· The risk assessment plan must take into account the safety implications for road users and set out  the road signs required in a traffic management plan.

· All officials engaged on an event on a road must be briefed and wear high visibility clothing.

· Runners must comply with the Highway Code, the risk assessment and obey directions from marshals.

Chapter 11 of The Good Practice Safety Guide covers road running and athletic events and should be referred to as a checklist to ensure no safety issues have been over looked.
